It was first discovered in 1464 and is now
housed in the radiant gold-dipped building on the
palace grounds.

Visitors aren’'t permitted to take photos of
the Buddha and you need to wear fairly modest
attire that covers your shoulders, and long
trousers (sweatpants and sweatshirts are off
limits, too). You'll have to be wearing closed shoes
to enter the Grand Palace as well.
